Eight members and friends took a fieldl
trip to the Stanley Steamer Museum if
Estes Park, Colorado. Hugh Beckhan

is a member of t hle

was our tour guide for the evening.
There was another
member present and between the two)
of them we were treated to a lot of
history and many antidotes about the
Steamer in general and of the 4 cars
they have in their collection.

The cars are a large collection of
valves, levers, and tubing. A master
plumber is almost a requirement to
own and operate one of these ma-
chines. There are three tanks on boar
the car as they not only require fuel to
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create the heat in the boiler but they
consume water. They consume water
at the rate of about 1 gallon per mile.
Later models of the cars had a steam
recovery system providing B miles

per gallon. The third tank contains
acetylene to light the head lights. The
drive fuel is either white gas or, on
some multifuel cars, kerosene. The
tanks are under the seats except for t
acetylene which is on the outside of
the body.

The hood did not cover the engine but
the boiler. A propane torch is used to
light the fire which is preceded and
followed with valve and lever adjust-
ments. The engine is actually back
under the car and is directly connecte
to the rear axle. If the car is stopped,
so is the motor. The motor was either
of 10 HP or 20 HP. This does not
seem like much to drive a 2000 Ib car
but it creates over 750 foot Ibs of
torque!

The car was created by the Stanley
brothers and was used to ferry custon
ers from the rail line in Loveland to
the hotel in Estes Park. They were abl
to climb the mountains and deliver
passengers and luggage with only oné
stop at Drake. No, there was not a fue|
station at Drake but a water trough to
reload the water tank for the steam.
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The museum visit was enjoyed by all
who attended and we would all sug-
gest if you are in Estes Park take the
time to visit a piece of local history.

One piece of trivia the museum staff

was proud of was a steam car held the

land speed record for a period of time
at over 130 MPH.

Newsfrom EAA Headquarters

October 15, 2008 In a move that
caught the general aviation industry
off-guard, the FAA Airports Division
issued a new and revised FAA Order
5190.6B, Airport Compliance Manual,
on September 30, 2009, effective im-
mediately. Although acknowledging
that an update to this very important
airport management document was
needed, EAA is disappointed that the
FAA did not seek any input from the
aviation community in revising the
manual, increasing the size of the
document from 94 to 691 pages.

The two leading general aviation or-
ganizations, EAA and AOPA, are ex-
amining the new manual for areas tha
need to be improved or clarified. They,
will then work with the FAA Airports
Division to address the problem areas
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I n EAAds initial
5190.6B, three specific areas were
found that pose problems for airport
users and tenants.

1.Autofuel was not recognized as an
authorized aviation fuel, nor does it
suggest that airports take actions to
install selfservice, ethanefree pre-
mium grade autogas pumps to suppoft
the 100,000+ aircraft that use autogas
as their primary, FAAapproved avia-
tion fuel.

2.The new manual failed to clarify the
issue of providing reduced famarket
hangar rent for nefor-profit 501c(3)
tax-exempt EAA chapters, whose
community activities provide positive
tangible benefits to their airports. EAA
has successfully worked with the FAA|
Airports Division for several years in
resolving this issue.

8.HAA has successfully resolved sev-
eral cases around the country where
owners/operators of recreational air-
craft, such as powered parachutes,
weightshift-control, and gyroplanes,
were denied access to airports. The
initial denials were based on some

because aircraft were stored and main-
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tained off airpor
homes) then trailered to the airport fon
flight, this action was recognized as an
activity not permitted because of the
FAAO®s ttHefermce (@TF) prohi-
bitions. With the orgoing develop-
ment of special lighsport aircraft as
recreational aircraft, including the
roadable aircraft this issue needed to
be resol ved, but

issued d&ederal Register Noticask-

ing the public to review and submit
comments to FAA Order 5190.6B.
The submitted comments will be used
in a determination whether any furthei
revisions of the Order are required,
and we encourage you to submit your
comments per the instructions listed ir
the Federal Register Notice. If you
register a comment, please send a
copy to EAA atgovt@eaa.orgWith a
considerable amount of public com-
ments, EAA is hopeful that the FAA
will issue a revised document prior to
the end of 2010.
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
