FAA NEWS 
PAPER CERTIFICATES 

EXPIRE ON MARCH 31st, 
2010. 

 
Pilots cannot exercise the 

privileges of their paper pi-
lot certificates after March 
31, 2010. New certificates 

made out of plastic must be 
ordered. Certificates issued 

under 14 CFR Part 63 and 
65 will expire March 31, 
2013, according to the FAA.  

 
The ruling comes in the 

FAA's FAR 61.19(h) and 
reads that except for a 
temporary certificate issued 

under §61.17 or a student 
pilot certificate issued un-

der specific instances, "the 
holder of a paper pilot cer-
tificate issued under this 

part may not exercise the 
privileges of that certificate 

after March 31, 2010."  
 

How to Replace an Air-

men Certificate  (Two 

ways:)  

Classic Airplanes—B36 
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On-Line:  You can request a 

replacement certificate 
online at www.faa.gov.  

This method requires that 
you register with FAA 
Online Services.  

 
By Mail:  You can mail the 

FAA and ask for an applica-
tion to replace a paper air-
man certificate form, which 

will be emailed (or mailed) 
back to you. 

 
You can also prepare a 
written request for a new 

plastic certificate on a 
signed letter that states 

your name, date and place 
of birth, your social security 

number and/or certificate 
number and the reason you 
need a replacement (which 

is to comply with the FAR 
61.19(h), no more paper 

certificates.  
 
Fee:  Include a check or 

money order for $2 (U.S. 
funds), made payable to 

FAA, for each certificate 
you request. 
 

You can mail your request

0082.  
 
The FAA notes that it takes 

4 to 6 weeks for mail proc-
essing and 7 to 10 days for 

online processing. Start the 
process well before the 
March 31 deadline. The FAA 

can only issue one copy of 
each certificate.  

 
The FAA also notes that if 

your current address is 
listed as a Post Office Box 
(P.O. Box), General Deliv-

ery, Rural Route, or a Star 
Route; please provide di-

rections or a map for locat-
ing your residence.

NEW NTSB  

REQUIREMENTS for 

REPORTING ACCI-

DENTS, INCIDENTS 
January 12, 2010 — The 
National Transportation 

Safety Board (NTSB)’s final 
rule document published in 

the Federal Register modi-
fies when a pilot must re-
port an accident or incident 

to the NTSB in accordance 
with 49 CFR Part 830. This 

change, effective March 8, 
2010, specifies the sort of 
accidents and incidents that 

must be reported immedi-
ately so it’s important that 

you become familiar with 
these requirements before 

flying on that date. 
 
Added to the list of inci-

dents to be reported imme-
diately: 

A complete loss of informa-
tion, excluding flickering, 
from more than 50 percent 

of an aircraft's 
 

•Electronic Flight Instru-
ment System (EFIS) dis-
plays 

 
•Engine Indication and 

Crew Alerting System 
(EICAS) displays 
 

•Electronic Centralized Air-
craft Monitor (ECAM) dis-

plays or 
 
•Other displays of this type, 

which generally include a 
primary flight display 

(PFD), primary navigation 
display (PND), and other 
integrated displays 

 
•Airborne Collision and 

Avoidance System (ACAS)

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Failure of any internal tur-

bine engine component that 
results in the escape of de-

bris other than out the ex-
haust path must also be re-
ported to the NTSB immedi-

ately. 
 

In addition, release of all or 
a portion of a propeller 
blade from an aircraft, ex-

cluding release caused 
solely by ground contact; 

and Damage to helicopter 
tail or main rotor blades 
(including ground damage) 

that requires major repair 
or replacement of the blade

(s) must be reported imme-
diately. 

 
All aircraft accident/incident 
reporting to the NTSB 

should be completed using 
NTSB Form 6120.1 – Pilot/

Operator Aircraft Accident/
Incident Report. To locate 
your closest NTSB office for 

filing the accident/incident 
report, visit the NTSB web-

site. 

radius (NMR) of 

255828N/0801419W or the 
FLL/VORTAC 218 degree 

radial at 7.6NM except for 
specified aircraft (see full 
advisory). Flight operations 

are prohibited at North 
Perry (KHWO).  

 
From 10 nm-30 nm, all air-
craft arriving or departing 

local airfields, and workload 
permitting, may receive 

ATC authorization for IFR 
transit operations with prior 
coordination with the DEN. 

Aircraft may not loiter, and 
those aircraft entering or 

exiting the TFR must be on 
an active IFR or VFR flight 

plan, be assigned a discrete 
beacon code by an Air Traf-
fic Control (ATC) facility, be 

squawking that code prior 
to departing within or en-

tering the TFR, and remain 
in two-way radio communi-
cation with ATC. 

 
Any person who knowingly 

and willingly violates these 
restrictions may be subject 
to certain criminal and/or 

civil penalties. Pilots who 
violate security TFRs or 

procedures may be inter-
cepted, detained and inter-
viewed by Law Enforce-

ment/Security Personnel, 
and be subject to further 

actions. 
 
The following operations 

are not authorized within 
this TFR: flight training, 

practice instrument ap-
proaches, aerobatic flight, 
glider operations, parachute 

operations, ultralight, hang 
gliding, balloon operations, 

agriculture/crop dusting, 
animal population control 

flight operations, banner 

towing operations, sight-
seeing operations, model 

aircraft operations, model 
rocketry, seaplane/
amphibious water opera-

tions and Unmanned Air-
craft Systems (UAS).

FAA ANNOUNCES  

SUPER BOWL XLIV 

FLIGHT RESTRIC-

TIONS 
January 14, 2010 — The 
FAA announced two-tiered 

airspace restrictions for Su-
per Bowl XLIV, scheduled 

for February 7 at Dolphin 
Stadium in Miami, Florida. 
The following temporary 

flight restriction (TFR) will 
apply on game day from 4-

11:59 p.m. local: 
 
Flight operations are pro-

hibited from the surface up 
to but not including FL180 

within a 10 nautical mile
