Derek and Jeff had set up 3
different types of flight sim-
ulators. The first one was
the hardware set that has
been donated for use by the
Young Eagles or chapter
members. While this hard-
ware is of excellent quality,
the capabilities are some-
what dated and limited by
the technology. The other
two simulators were two
different simulators that are
mainly leading edge soft-
ware solutions. In fact, on
one of them, Derek had set
up a simulation of the air-
craft, airport and airspace
conditions that resulted in
the ditching of the US Air-
ways flight 1549 in the
Hudson River in 2009. You
could then go ahead and try
your hand at the emergen-
cy to see if you did as well
as Capt. Sullenberger.

There was a fair amount of
discussion about the possi-
bility of somehow using the
high quality hardware of the
donated solution in con-
junction with the high quali-
ty software & capabilities of
the newer software solu-
tion. Derek has taken the
lead on this and had some
ideas to investigate, so we
should be hearing more
about this possibility in fu-
ture meetings.

The meeting adjourned af-
ter several minutes of look-
ing at the simulators.

FAA Ends Ban of Pilots on

Antidepressants
EAA Webinar to discuss new
policy on April 12

April 2, 2010 — The Federal
Aviation Administration
(FAA) announced Friday it is
changing its longstanding
ban on use of anti-
depressants by pilots. Be-
ginning April 5 the FAA will
consider the special issuance
of a medical certificate to
pilots who are taking medi-
cation for mild to moderate
depression, conditions that
now bar them from all flying
duties.

On a case-by-case basis be-

ginning April 5, pilots who
take one of four antidepres-
sant medications - Fluoxe-
tine (Prozac), Sertraline
(Zoloft), Citalopram
(Celexa), or Escitalopram
(Lexapro) — will be allowed
to fly if they have been sat-
isfactorily treated on the
medication for at least 12
months. The FAA will not
take civil enforcement ac-
tion against pilots who take
advantage of a six-month
opportunity to share any
previously non-disclosed
diagnosis of depression or
the use of these antidepres-
sants.

Classic Airplanes—1946 J-3 Found in Barn

NC7057H was purchased by Charles Moseley of Coleman
County, TX in late '46. The plane, assembled in Lock Haven,
PA, took a 30 minute test flight and was then flown to Fort
Worth in Oct. 46. The trip to Meacham took 14.5 hours. For
three years Moseley and his daughter Charlotte flew the air-
craft 182 hours, bringing the total airframe time to 197 hours.
For some reason in 1950, the plane was pushed into the
hangar on their farm after a flight and would wait there to see
daylight again on Jan. 18 2009. A 25 ft. Mesquite tree blocked




The Civil Aviation Authority
of Australia, Transport Can-
ada and the U.S Army al-
ready allow some pilots to
fly using antidepressant
medications.

Dr. Jack Hastings, chair-
man of the EAA Aeromedi-
cal Advisory Council, has
been actively involved in
studying this issue and an
advocate for this action.

"I think it’s a wonderful
development because it al-
lows pilots who are suffer-
ing from depression to take
a medication that has been
proven safe and to contin-
ue to function in their ca-
reers.” Hastings said. "I
would rather have a pilot
flying on medication and
feeling good rather than
not taking medication and
being depressed so he can
continue to fly.”

EAA Aeromedical Advisory
Council member Dr. Greg
Pinnell will present an EAA
Webinar, Flying With De-
pression-The New FAA Pro-
gram, on Monday, April 12,
to discuss the new policy.

Hastings says that the new
program is modeled after
the Human Intervention

and Motivation Study
(HIMS) program that was
established 40 years ago,
which has been highly ef-
fective for the assessment,
treatment, and medical cer-
tification of pilots who need
help with alcohol and drug
issues.

“I'm encouraging pilots who
are suffering from depres-
sion or using antidepres-
sants to report their medi-
cal condition to the FAA,”
said FAA Administrator
Randy Babbitt. "We need to
change the culture and re-
move the stigma associated
with depression. Pilots
should be able to get the
medical treatment they
need so they can safely
perform their duties.”

The FAA’s policy is con-
sistent with recommenda-
tions from EAA, Aerospace
Medical Association, Aircraft
Owners and Pilots Associa-
tion, Air Line Pilots Associa-
tion and the International
Civil Aviation Organization.

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Senate Approves FAA

Reauthorization
Provisions to release
abandoned type certifi-
cate data included

March 23, 2010 — The Unit-
ed States Senate passed its
$34.5 billion version of the
three-year FAA Reauthoriza-
tion Bill Monday and without
user fees, maintaining the
present system of (slightly
higher) fuel excise taxes.
The bill, passing on a unani-
mous (93-0) vote, would
provide funding for develop-
ment of the Next Generation
Air Traffic Control (NextGen)
system as well as $8.1 bil-
lion for the Airport Improve-
ment Program with a gen-
eral aviation fuel tax in-
crease from 21.9 cents to
36 cents per gallon.

“This is a major milestone
that puts our nation on a
path to modernization of the
air traffic control system,”
said Tom Poberezny, EAA
chairman/president. *“We're
extremely pleased that user
fees are not a part of this
bill, but we also are vigilant
and ready to act should user
fees be proposed in this vol-
atile economic climate.”

The house version passed
last year with different lan-
guage than the senate ver-
sion, meaning it needs to be
reconciled in a house-senate
conference committee be-
fore being sent to the presi-
dent.

Both bills, however, do con-
tain identical language to
allow the release of aban-

doned type certificate data,
a provision EAA has been
seeking for years in an ef-
fort to assist vintage aircraft
owners in safely maintain-
ing their aircraft. If that
provision emerges in the
final version, it represents a
significant win for vintage
aircraft owners.

“We're pleased to see this
language included in the
FAA Reauthorization bill. It's
a great first step towards
the release of data that is
critical for the restoration
and maintenance of these
aeronautical national treas-
ures,” notes H.G. Frautschy,
Executive Director of EAA’s
Vintage Aircraft Association.
“While the number of aban-
doned type certificates is
relatively low, and the actu-
al amount of TC material
maintained by the FAA is
not complete, giving the
FAA the legal authority to
release abandoned type
certificate data allows them
to say ‘Yes,’ rather than be-
ing constrained by outdated
rules.”

rable Records'
Three EAA members rec-
ognized for their 2009
exploits

records left to set? Wrong!
There are many still to be
achieved, and the best of
2009 are being remem-
bered by the National Aero-
nautic Association (NAA).
Even more memorable is
that EAA members are
overwhelmingly involved in
many of these aviation tri-
umphs. Of the six records
highlighted by the NAA,
three of them were set by
EAA members. Many more
may have been involved if
you count “largest freefall
formation.” Some of the at-
tempts that set records this
year included greatest pay-
load, highest takeoff, and
speed around the world.

(Editor) Here is one that is
close to home:

Highest Takeoff:
14,110 feet

Taking off from Colorado
Springs, Colorado, in a Rob-
inson R44 Raven II helicop-
ter on October 12, Mark
Young, EAA 849258, landed
at the summit of Pikes
Peak, an elevation of
14,110 feet. His subsequent
takeoff from Pikes Peak set
the first altitude record in
this class. Watch his landing
on YouTube.
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
